The Good Samaritan (Luke
10:25-37)

- The road to Jericho from Jerusalem was not a safe place (vs. 30)
- Robbers stripped and beat the man (vs.30)

- A priest saw him and passed by on the other side (vs. 31)

- A Levite saw him and passed on the opposite side (vs. 31)

- But a Samaritan came to him and had compassion (vs. 33)

- He bound his wounds, He put the injured man on his own
animal, and got him a room so he could rest

- Why was the word compassion in verse 33 such a big deal to this
parable?

- Acts 8:26-40
- Listen to them (immediately talking will not help them)

- James 1:19 - Know this, my beloved brothers: let every person be quick to hear, slow to
speak, slow to anger

- Be weary to not fall into that same temptation

- Galatians 6:8-10 - For the one who sows to his own flesh will from the flesh reap corruption, but the
one who sows to the Spirit will from the Spirit reap eternal life. ° And let us not grow weary of doing
good, for in due season we will reap, if we do not give up. 1°So then, as we have opportunity, let us do
good to everyone, and especially to those who are of the household of faith.
