Exodus 18:14, 17-18, & 25
14 When Moses’s father-in-law saw everything, he was doing 

for them he asked, “What is this you’re doing for the people? 
Why are you alone sitting as judge, while all the people stand 

around you from morning until evening?”
17 “What you’re doing is not good,” Moses’s father-in-law said 

to him. 18 “You will certainly wear out both yourself and 
these people who are with you, because the task is too heavy 

for you. You can’t do it alone.
25 So Moses chose able men from all Israel and made them 

leaders over the people as commanders of thousands, 
hundreds, fifties, and tens.

• “Rebuilt/Repaired”- 42 times

just need zeal to work in the truths 
God has given to us
